Villanova (22-13, 12-6 Big East) at WVU (21-14, 7-11 Big 12) i
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LAST TIME OUT: Villanova registered a 63-55 home win over St. John's
in the third round of the WNIT on Thursday, March 26. The game was
tied at 40-40 with 9:06 remaining in regulation when the Wildcats went
on a 13-2 run to take a 53-42 lead at the 4:50 mark. After senior center
Emily Leer made a three to give Villanova a 43-40 advantage neither
team was able to score for the next 1:36. St. John’s broke the scoreless
streak when Amber Thompson scored on a driving lay-up. The
Thompson bucket made it a one point game at 43-42. On Villanova’s next
possession, junior guard Katherine Coyer scored on a lay-up off a back-
door cut to give her team a 45-42 advantage. Following a St. John's
turnover, Villanova freshman guard Alex Louin drained a triple from
straight away and Villanova held a 48-42 lead with 6:36 to play.

St. John’s had a chance to cut into the Villanova lead, but junior guard
Danaejah Grant missed two foul shots with 6:10 remaining. The Wildcats
took advantage of the missed free throws when junior guard Caroline
Coyer gave Villanova a 51-42 lead when she connected on a three-ball
from the left wing. Villanova would push the lead to double figures at
53-42 when sophomore guard Jordan Dillard scored on a lay-up off a
pretty feed from Caroline Coyer. The Dillard basket finished off a 10-0
Wildcat spurt. Grant tried to keep the Red Storm in the game when she
buried a deep three from well beyond the arc. The Grant trifecta cut the
Villanova lead to 53-45. After Louin missed a driving lay-up, St. John’s
had possession with a chance to slice into the Villanova advantage.
However, a missed shot and a turnover gave the Wildcats the ball hold-
ing an eight point advantage with 3:41 left on the clock. The Red Storm
had another opportunity to cut into the Villanova lead, but Katherine
Coyer came up with a big steal for the Wildcats at the 2:32 mark.
Villanova put the game away when Katherine Coyer made her fifth
three-point field goal of the game to increase Villanova’s lead to 56-45
with 1:32 remaining. Villanova would go 7-0f-9 from the foul line down
the stretch to secure the victory. Despite shooting 24.3 percent from the
field in the first half (9-0f-37), the Wildcats held a 28-26 lead at halftime.
Louin led the Villanova attack in the first half with 10 points and five
rebounds. Thompson was dominant in the first 20 minutes for St. John's
with 12 points on 6-0f-7 shooting and six rebounds. In the win, Katherine
Coyer led Villanova with a career-high 23 points on 6-0f-9 shooting from
the field, including a 5-of-7 effort from three-point range and a 6-of-7
effort from the foul line. The five three-pointers also represent a career-
best effort. Twin sister Caroline Coyer tallied 15 points, while Louin
added 14 points and a team-high six rebounds. St. John’s was paced by
Grant who had a double-double with 25 points and 14 rebounds.
Thompson also had a double-double with 16 points and 11 caroms.
Aliyyah Handford chipped in with eight points and 11 rebounds. For the
game, Villanova shot 31.1 percent from the field (19-0f-61), 36.4 percent
from three-point range (12-o0f-33) and 81.3 percent from the foul line (13-
of-16), while St. John’s was 25-0f-62 from the floor (40.3%), 1-of-5 from
long distance (20.0%) and 4-of-11 from the charity stripe (36.4%). St.
John's owned a 49-36 advantage on the backboards. Villanova was
charged with seven turnovers.

POSTSEASON FACTS AND FIGURES: In the history of Villanova
women’s basketball, the Wildcats are 26-22 in postseason play. This
record includes the NCAA Tournament (7-10), EAIAW Tournament (6-4),
WNIT (10-7) and the AIAW Tournament (3-1).

Villanova (22-13, 12-6 Big East) at WVU (21-14, 7-11 Big 12) i
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NOTES

JUST LIKE OLD TIMES: Former Big East Conference foes Villanova and
West Virginia will square off on Sunday in the WNIT quarterfinals. West
Virginia was a member of the Big East Conference from 1995-2012 before
moving to the Big 12. The Wildcats lead the all-time series over the
Mountaineers by an 18-10 count. West Virginia won the last meeting
between the teams with a 61-56 victory in a game played in Morgantown
on Jan. 7, 2012.

COYER HAS CAREER NIGHT: Villanova was led in Thursday’s third
round WNIT win by junior guard Katherine Coyer. In the victory, Coyer
tallied her first career 20-point game with 23 points on 6-of-9 shooting,
including a 5-of-7 effort from three-point range and a 6-of-7 effort from
the foul line. Coyer scored 20 of her 23 points in the second half.

ACTING DEFENSIVE: Villanova enters play on Sunday at West
Virginia leading the Big East Conference in scoring defense at 55.8 points
per game. In 35 games this year, the Wildcats have given up 60 points or
less 24 times and 50 points or less on 12 occasions. Villanova and St.
John's are the only two Big East teams allowing less than 60 points per
game.

IN RESERVE: Freshman guard Alex Louin has given the Wildcats a big
boost off the bench during the team’s WNIT run. In the three games
(Maine, ODU & St. John's), Louin has combined to score 37 points and
shoot 54.4 percent from the field (12-0f-22) and 64.2 percent from behind
the arc (9-of-14). In Thursday night’s win over St. John's, Louin had 14
points and six rebounds. For the year, she is averaging 6.6 points per
game and 2.2 rebounds per contest and she is shooting 43.3 percent from
the field (72-0f-166) and 46.5 percent from three-point range (40-of-86).

TRIPLE THREAT: Senior forward Lauren Burford has shot the ball
extremely well during the WNIT. In wins over Maine, Old Dominion and
St. John's, Burford is 8-of-15 from the field (.533) and an impressive 7-of-
10 from three-point range (.700) for 23 points. Her best effort came
against Maine when she was a perfect 5-of-5 from three-point range for
15 points. For the year, she is averaging 6.6 points per game and has
connected on 59-0f-160 from three-point range for 36.8 percent. Burford
has made 237 career three-point field goals.

WILDCATS WIN 20: By virtue of its 71-60 win over Maine in the first
round of the WNIT, the Villanova Wildcats registered their third consec-
utive 20-win season and the 17th, 20-win campaign of head coach Harry
Perretta’s Villanova career. Over the last three seasons, the Wildcats have
tallied a record of 64-33. The Wildcats are 22-13 overall entering play at
West Virginia in the quarterfinal round of the WNIT.

STAY BEHIND THE LINE: In the first round WNIT win over Maine,
Villanova went an impressive 14-0f-27 from three-point range for 51.9
percent. In the process, the Wildcats went over the 300 made three-point
mark for the season. Villanova is now 324-0f-897 from long distance for
36.1 percent. The Wildcats are averaging 9.2 made three-pointers per
game. Villanova has outscored its opponents this year by a 972-390 mar-
gin from three-point land. The Wildcats currently rank second in the Big
East in both three-point field goal percentage (.361) and three-point field
goals made (324). In the three WNIT games combined, Villanova is 35-of-
80 from long distance for 43.7 percent.

FROM DOWNTOWN: Villanova has had 15 games this year where they
have connected on double digit three-point field goals, including in
seven of the last 12 games.

THE IMPORTANCE OF 70: When Villanova scores 70 points or more,
the team’s chances for success are very high. The Wildcats are 10-0 this
season when reaching the 70-point mark. In the last two years, Villanova
is 18-0 when scoring 70 points or more. The Wildcats have scored 70
points in two of the three WNIT wins (71-60 vs. Maine; 71-66 vs. ODU).

FINISHING STRONG: Villanova is 18-6 over its last 24 games. After
starting the season 3-7, Villanova ended the regular season with an 18-12
overall record and 12-6 mark in Big East play. The Wildcats are now 22-
13 overall after going 1-1 in the Big East Tournament and 3-0 in the
WNIT.

370 IN A ROW: Entering play at West Virginia in the quarterfinal round
of the WNIT, Villanova has made at least one three-point field goal in 370
consecutive games. The last time Villanova failed to connect on a triple
was against Boston College on Jan. 2, 2004, when the Wildcats were 0-for-
10 from long distance in a 61-48 loss.

ASSISTING OTHERS: For the year, Villanova has had an assist on 537
of its 807 made field goals (66.5%). In Thursday’s win over St. John’s in

the third round of the WNIT, the Wildcats were credited with an assist

on 15 of their 19 made field goals.

TAKING CARE OF THE BALL: The Wildcats are currently averaging
8.5 turnovers per game which leads the nation in fewest turnovers per
contest. Northern Illinois is second at 10.6 turnovers per game. The
Wildcats have had 23 games this year with single digit turnovers, includ-
ing in Thursday’s win over St. John’s when Villanova had seven
turnovers. This stat should come as no surprise when you look at the
team’s history in this category. Villanova has led the country in four of
the last seven years in fewest turnovers per game. Last season, Villanova
averaged 8.8 turnovers per contest which was tops in the nation.

TOP CAT: Villanova’s most multi-dimensional player is junior point
guard Caroline Coyer. Entering play in the quarterfinal round of the
WNIT at West Virginia. Coyer leads the Wildcats in scoring (13.5 ppg.)
assists (156 for a 4.4 apg.) and minutes played (35.3) and she is second in
rebounding at 5.2 per game. She has 26 double figure scoring games this
year, including eight games of 20 points or more.

CENTURY MARK ASSISTS: Junior point guard Caroline Coyer has
reached the 100 assist plateau for the second straight season. Entering
play in the quarterfinal round of the WNIT, Coyer has a team-leading
156 assists for an average of 4.4 per game. Last year as a sophomore, she
finished second on the team in assists with 115 (3.5 apg.).

FAMILY AFFAIR: It is a sister act in the Wildcat starting backcourt, as
twin sisters Caroline and Katherine Coyer start for Villanova at the
guard positions. The duo have combined to score 32.1 percent of
Villanova'’s points (697 of 2,168), grab 24.3 percent of the rebounds (284
of 1,166) and dish out 41.8 percent of the assists (225 of 537). Caroline
Coyer is averaging 13.5 points per game, 5.2 rebounds per contest and 4.4
assists per game, while Katherine Coyer is averaging 7.5 points per game,
3.4 rebounds per contest and 2.3 assists per game.

SENIOR STANDOUT: After missing the first eight games due to a back
injury, senior center Emily Leer returned to bolster the Villanova attack
in a big way. In the 27 games she has played in this year, Leer is 126-of-
255 from the field (.494) and 46-0f-116 from three-point range (.396). She
is averaging 12.1 points per game which ranks second on the team. Her
best effort of the season came in a win over No. 24 DePaul on Jan. 2,
when she had 25 points on 10-0f-18 shooting (2-of-3 from three-point
range). Leer has scored in double figures in 18 of the 27 games she has
played in this season, including in 15 of the last 21. In last Sunday’s sec-
ond round WNIT win over Old Dominion, Leer scored a team-high 23
points.

CLOSE CALLS: Of Villanova’s 13 losses, 11 have been by a combined 39
points, including eight setbacks by four points or less.

BIG EAST ACCOLADES: Four Wildcats earned Big East All-Conference
honors for their play in 2014-15. Highlighting the list is junior guard
Caroline Coyer who becomes the 12th player in program history to gar-
ner first team distinction. The 12 players have combined for 16 first team
selections. Senior center Emily Leer was named to the All-Conference
second team, while freshman guard Alex Louin was an All-Freshman
Team honoree. In addition, senior forward Taylor Holeman became the
third Wildcat and second in as many seasons to be named the Big East
Sixth Woman of the Year. Coyer won the award last year and Laura
Sweeney earned the honor in 2009-10.

ALL-TOURNAMENT HONORS: For her efforts in the Big East
Tournament, Villanova junior guard Caroline Coyer was named to the
All-Tournament Team. In the two games combined, Coyer had 26 points,
16 rebounds, 10 assists and two steals. In the semifinal round versus
DePaul she scored a game-high 26 points. Coyer becomes the first
Wildcat since Trish Juhline and Nicole Druckenmiller in 2003 to earn a
spot on the Big East All-Tournament Team.

BIG FIVE RECOGNITION: Two Wildcats were honored by the
Philadelphia Big Five for their play in 2014-15. Villanova junior guard
Caroline Coyer has been named the Big Five Player of the Year, while
senior center Emily Leer earned a spot on the first team, in addition to
earning Scholar-Athlete of the Year honors. Coyer becomes the sixth
Wildcat in history to earn Big Five Player of the Year acclaim and first
since Laura Kurz in 2009.

TRAINING ROOM REPORT: Due to the injury bug, Villanova played
the first part of the season extremely short-handed. Of the team’s 35
games this year, the Wildcats have had a completely healthy team for
only 20 of the 35. Senior center Emily Leer missed the first eight contests
of the season with a back injury, while junior guard Katherine Coyer
played in the first four games before missing five games with a knee
injury. Sophomore forward Samantha Wilkes has also missed nine
games after recovering from a knee injury suffered last April. Junior for-
ward Kavunaa Edwards missed three games due to a concussion, while
senior forward Taylor Holeman did not play against Butler on Feb. 13
due to illness. Reserve center Brandi Teague missed two of the last four
games with a concussion. Villanova is 13-4 this year with its full roster
available.

COACHING MILESTONE: Wildcat head coach Harry Perretta coached
in his 1,100th game on Sunday, Feb. 15, when his Wildcats defeated
Xavier by a score of 64-48. All of his 1,105 games have been at Villanova
where he has registered a 683-426 career record.

THROUGH THE YEARS: Villanova head coach Harry Perretta is begin-
ning his 37th year as the Wildcat head coach. To put into perspective
how long Perretta has been at Villanova, consider the following. In his
first year at Villanova in 1978-79, the President of the United States was
Jimmy Carter, a gallon of milk cost $1.71, a gallon of gas cost 63 cents, the
No. 1 song was Stayin Alive by the Bee Gees and the top movie was
Grease. Perretta has been the coach for all 10 of Villanova’s NCAA
Tournament appearances and prior to joining the NCAA, he led the
Wildcats to the 1982 AIAW Final Four.

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HEAD COACH HARRY PERRETTA

Now in his 37th year as head coach of the
Villanova women's basketball program,
Harry Perretta has established himself as
one of the most respected and knowl-
edgeable coaches in the country. A true
teacher both on and off the court, Perretta
strives to have a positive influence on his
student-athletes not only as basketball
players, but also as people.

Last season, Perretta led the Wildcats to a
23-9 record and berth in the WNIT where
Villanova advanced to the second round.
This was the team’s second straight 20-
win season and the 16th twenty win cam-
paign of Perretta’s career. The WNIT bid
was the team’s 12th postseason appearance in the last 15 years. Villanova
finished 12-6 in Big East play last season which was good enough for a
third place tie in the final league standings. Under Perretta’s direction this
year, senior guard Devon Kane became the 11th Wildcat to earn first team
All-Big East honors, while sophomore guard Caroline Coyer was voted
the league’s Sixth Man of the Year.

Perretta led Villanova to its 10th NCAA Tournament appearance in 2012-
13 by guiding the Wildcats to a 21-11 overall record. Villanova also went
4-0 in the Philadelphia Big Five to claim the program’s 14th City Series title
under Perretta’s tutelage. He also helped guide senior forward Laura
Sweeney to second team All-Big East honors.

The 2011-12 season was a milestone year for Perretta. On Nov. 12, 2011, he
earned his 600th career victory with a 76-47 victory at Iona. By reaching
this milestone, Perretta became the 35th coach in the history of women's
basketball at any level to reach the 600-win plateau, including the 22nd
Division I coach to accomplish the feat. He is also just the seventh Division
I coach to win 600 games at one school.

Perretta currently ranks 14th on the winningest active Division 1 collegiate
coaching list with a 683-426 career record. The 683 victories rank him as
the all-time winningest coach in the history of Villanova basketball for
both men and women.

His second milestone of the 2011-12 season came at DePaul on Feb. 8,
when Perretta coached in his 1,000th career game, becoming just the sev-
enth coach in the history of NCAA women's basketball at any level to
coach 1,000 games at the same school.

Perretta led the 2011-12 team to a 19-15 overall record and bid to the
WNIT. In the WNIT, the Wildcats defeated American and Illinois State
before falling at Colorado in the third round. Villanova tallied a 4-0 mark
in the Philadelphia Big Five to capture the program’s 13th City Series title.
For his efforts, Perretta earned Big Five Coach of the Year accolades.

During the 2008-09 season, Perretta led the Wildcats to the NCAA
Tournament for the ninth time in his Villanova career. This marked the
ninth postseason appearance in the previous 10 years for the Wildcats.
After playing in the 2000 WNIT, Villanova went to four consecutive
NCAA Tournaments from 2001-2004 before playing in the WNIT in 2005,
2006 and 2008. Picked to finish 10th in the pre-season Big East Conference
coaches poll, the Wildcats tallied a 10-6 league mark and finished tied for
fourth in the conference standings. For his efforts in 2008-09, Perretta was
named the Big East Conference Co-Coach of the Year. This is the third time
in his career that he has garnered Big East Coach of the Year distinction.

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HEAD COACH HARRY PERRETTA

Under Perretta’s tutelage in 2008-09, senior forward Laura Kurz was a
unanimous first team All-Big East selection, in addition to being named
the Big East Co-Most Improved Player. Kurz finished her senior campaign
averaging 17.4 points per game and 7.2 rebounds per contest. She was also
named the Philadelphia Big Five Player of the Year.

Perretta registered his 14th career 20-win season in 2005-06 by leading the
Wildcats to a 21-11 record. This was the fifth time in six years that Perretta
led his team to a 20-win campaign. Also, in 2005-06, Perretta coached sen-
ior forward Liad Suez-Karni to first team All-Big East accolades.

In 2004-05, Perretta became the 26th Division I women's basketball head
coach to win 500 games when the Wildcats defeated Pittsburgh, 70-49, on
February 2. Villanova finished the season with a 19-12 overall record and
qualified for the postseason with a WNIT berth.

One year earlier in 2003-04, Perretta led his team to a fourth-straight 20-
win campaign and a fourth consecutive NCAA Tournament berth where
the Wildcats advanced to the second round. Perretta also coached his
squad to a second-straight Philadelphia Big Five title in 2003-04. For his
efforts, he was named Big Five Coach of the Year for the second consecu-
tive season.

The 2002-03 season was a special one for Perretta and the Wildcats. In
addition to an impressive 28-6 overall record and a 12-4 Big East
Conference mark, Perretta led the Wildcats to their third Big East
Conference Tournament championship and first since 1987 with an
improbable 52-48 upset over previously unbeaten Connecticut. The win
snapped Connecticut's then NCAA Division I women's basketball record
of 70-straight victories and ended Connecticut's streak of nine-straight
conference tournament championships.

The 28 wins recorded in 2002-03 is the second most victories in school his-
tory. Villanova was rewarded for its season by earning a No. 2 seed in the
2002-03 NCAA Tournament which is the highest seed ever for a
Philadelphia area women's basketball team. In the NCAA Tournament,
the Wildcats recorded wins over St. Francis (Pa.), George Washington and
Colorado and advanced to the Elite Eight for the first time in the program's
history. Also, during the 2002-03 season, Villanova went 4-0 in the
Philadelphia Big Five to capture the City Series championship and he was
named the Big Five Coach of the Year. Under Perretta's guidance, senior
guard Trish Juhline led the Big East in scoring and garnered first team All-
Big East acclaim for the second-straight year, while senior forward Katie
Davis was named second team All-Big East and junior guard/forward
Courtney Mix was a Big East Honorable Mention Team selection. In addi-
tion, Juhline was named the Big East Tournament's Most Outstanding
Player.

In 2001-02, Perretta guided Villanova to a 20-11 mark and a trip to the
NCAA Tournament. In the NCAA's, Villanova received the No. 9 seed in
the west region where they defeated Pepperdine in the first round before
losing to No. 1 seed Oklahoma in the second round. Perretta helped
Juhline become the first Wildcat since 1994-95 to be named first team All-
Big East. Perretta was also instrumental in helping senior point guard
Mimi Riley earn Big East Honorable Mention acclaim in 2001-02

The 2000-01 season was a memorable one for Perretta, as he led his team
to a 22-9 overall record and a berth in the NCAA Tournament where they
advanced to the second round. In a 60-55 win over Temple on Dec. 2, 2000,
Perretta won his 400th career game and with the 61-45 victory over
Providence on Feb. 24, 2001, he became the all-time winningest coach in
the history of Villanova basketball for both men and women with career
win number 414. For his efforts in 2000-01, Perretta was named the

Philadelphia Big Five Co-Coach of the Year. Also that season, Perretta
coached senior center Brandi Barnes to third team All-Big East distinction
and Juhline garnered Big East Honorable Mention acclaim. In the
Philadelphia Big Five, Mix was named Rookie of the Year.

In 1995-96, Perretta led his team to a 21-7 record and added to his already
impressive resume when he earned Big East Coach of the Year honors
along with the Philadelphia Big Five Coach-of-the-Year award. Already
the winningest coach in Villanova women's basketball history, on January
8, 1995 against the Georgetown Hoyas, Perretta earned his 300th career
win at the age of 39.

The dean of the Big East and Big 5 coaches, Perretta has brought the
Wildcats national respect and success during his tenure at Villanova.
Always a crowd favorite wherever he goes, he is one of the most animated
and vocal coaches in the country, continually instructing his players dur-
ing the course of a game. Year-in and year-out, his teams are feared for
their aggressive play, disciplined style, defensive prowess and pre-game
preparations of an opponent.

A teacher of basketball, Perretta also realizes the importance of the overall
college experience. He and his staff follow closely each player's academic
progress, and in his 37 years at Villanova, 99 percent of the student-ath-
letes who has stayed all four years has received her degree. Perretta is also
a firm believer of using the basketball experience to teach his players les-
sons on life. Upon graduation, it is a sure bet that Perretta's players will
leave Villanova as better basketball players, in addition to being prepared
to be a success in whatever career avenue they choose.

During his career on the Main Line, he has led the Wildcats to 10 NCAA
Tournament appearances, seven WNIT berths, national rankings in the
Associated Press poll, Big East regular season and tournament champi-
onships in both 1985-86 and 1986-87, the 2003 Big East Tournament title,
10 outright and four shared Big 5 titles, and sixteen 20-win or better sea-
sons. In addition, one of his players, Shelly Pennefather, was recognized in
1987 as the nation's top women's basketball player, winning the Margaret
Wade Trophy and earning Kodak All-America honors.

Perretta began his career on the Main Line in 1978 at the age of 22, the
youngest coach ever to head a women's program at Villanova. In his first
season, he led the 'Cats to a 17-8 record and was a finalist for the AIAW
small college coach of the year. During his career, Perretta and the
Wildcats have had many highlights, including reaching the Final Four of
the AIAW in 1982. The 1982-83 season saw Villanova begin play in NCAA
Division I and in the Big East Conference. Since joining the Big East in
1982, Perretta has compiled a 206-185 conference record.

Perretta attended Lycoming College after earning All-Catholic League
honors at Monsignor Bonner High School in Upper Darby, Pa. His playing
career was cut short, however, by an ankle injury during his freshman year
at Lycoming. Perretta spent the remainder of his college years assisting
Lycoming's varsity and junior varsity programs as a coach, and he also
aided the women's program. He received his bachelor's degree in social
studies and a secondary teaching certificate in 1978. In 1995, he earned his
Master's Degree in Education from Villanova.

Perretta is married to the former Helen Koskinen and they are the parents
of a 16-year old son, Stephen William and a 14-year old son Michael John.
Together, they reside in Drexel Hill, Pa.
