The dean of Big 12 women's
basketball coaches, Bill Fennelly
built lowa State women's basket-
ball into one of the nation’s elite programs. He gained
instant credibility with student-athletes, administrators
and fans, establishing a solid foundation that was based
on academics, athletics and character.

Fennelly is one of the nation's most respected coaches
and his numbers bear witness to the success he has
achieved in his career. He has accumulated over 600
career wins and averaged more than 21 wins per season
over his 21 years at lowa State. His teams have made 19
NCAA Championship appearances in his 25 seasons as a
head coach and he ranks among the nation’s top 25 active
women's basketball college coaches in overall winning
percentage.

Former ISU president Gregory Geoffroy and athletics
director Jamie Pollard awarded Fennelly a lifetime contract
following the 2006-07 campaign.

Fennelly invigorated the lowa State women'’s basketball
program from the first day he arrived on campus. He took
a program that won just 237 games in its first 20 years
and has guided it to 16 postseason appearances, a pair
of NCAA Elite Eight berths, a pair of Big 12 Championship
titles, a regularseason conference crown and 12 20-win
seasons in his 19 years at the helm.

Three times the Cyclones have claimed a school-record
27 wins, including the 2009 Elite Eight squad. In just
his second season on campus, lowa State earned its
first NCAA Championship berth and since that time the
Cyclones have won 17 NCAA Championship games.

lowa State shocked the women's basketball world
when it knocked off top-seeded Connecticut to advance
to the school's first NCAA Elite Eight in 1999. Ten years
later, the 2009 Cyclones put their stamp on women's
basketball history by overcoming a seven-point deficit
with 1:30 left to defeat Michigan State and advance to
the school's second NCAA Elite Eight. Under Fennelly,
ISU has made five NCAA Sweet Sixteen appearances,
including a streak of three straight from 1999 to 2001 and

back-to-back berths in 2009 and 2010.

STREAKS AND TRENDS

lowa State hit 200 3-pointers in a season for an NCAA record 12-straight years
(2003-04-present). lowa State has netted 192 so far this season.

SEANNA JOHNSON pulled in double-figure rebounds in 38 games in her career and 14
games this season. Johnson has also scored in double figures in 61 games in her career
and 24 games this season.

Johnson has started every game of her career, which puts her at 88-straight starts.
Johnson has had a double-doubles in 13 games this season and 26 in her career.

JADDA BUCKLEY has dished five or more assists in 29 career games and 21 games this
season.

The Cyclones hit at least five threes in 133 of the last 153 games, including every game last
season.

lowa State has hit a 3-pointer in 670-consecutive games. In that time (since Feb. 18, 1995),
ISU has hit 5,214 threes. That is equal to 7.81 three-pointers per game for the last 21 years.

ISU has had 12-consecutive winning seasons.
The Cyclones have finished in the upper half of the Big 12 the last seven seasons.

The Cyclones have made the last nine NCAA Tournaments, one of just 10 teams nationally
to do so.

lowa State has won 91-straight regular season non-conference games at Hilton Coliseum. The
streak dates back to the 2003-04 season (Last loss: Washington (12/21/03)).

e Jowa State fell to No. 23 Oklahoma 85-54 as the Cyclones struggled, shooting just 32.7
percent from the field.

e EMILY DURR put on a show in Norman as she shattered her careerhigh with a 24-point
performance against the Sooners. Durr netted a careerhigh five triples and led the Cyclones
in scoring in her second-career start. Jadda Buckley was the only other Cyclone in double-
figures as she netted 16 points and dished three assists.

e |owa State went 6-of-15 from long range, led by Durr’s 5-0f-9 effort.

e In ISU road games, SEANNA JOHNSON has averaged 19.2 points, 8.6 rebounds, 2.8
assists and 1.6 steals.

SCOUTING WEST VIRGINIA

West Virginia is currently 22-8 on the season, 11-6 in Big 12 play and sit at third in the Big 12
standings. The Mountaineers enter Tuesday's contest ranks 22nd in the nation.

Senior Bria Holmes is averaging 170 points and 4.4 rebounds. Her 17.0 points ranks second
in the Big 12.

Teana Muldrow is the only other Mountaineer averaging double figures with 10.4 points
per game.

VWVU ranks fourth in the country in blocked shots per game, averaging 6.4 per game. Lanay
Montgomery leads VWVU with 2.73 per game, which ranks 22nd nationally.

The Mountaineers also rank 12th in the country in field-goal percentage defense, holding
opponents to just 34.5 percent from the field.

CARLETON: BIG 12 FRESHMAN OF THE YEAR CANDIDATE

Freshman BRIDGET CARLETON is a candidate for the Big 12 Freshman of the Year. She
ranks 16th in the Big 12 and second among freshmen with 11.6 points and ranks ninth in
the Big 12 and first among freshmen with 70 rebounds per game.

Carleton’s 23 points vs. TCU was the most points scored by a freshman in Big 12 play this
season. Her 19 rebounds against TCU was also tied for the most by any Big 12 player.

Her 19 boards also ranks fourth all-time in school history and the most by an lowa State
freshman.

Carleton is one of just four freshmen in the Big 12 since 2007 to open Big 12 play on a six
game double-figure streak. She joins (Brittney Griner, Kelsey Bolte and Chassidy Fussell).

Carleton ranks fifth in the Big 12 with 2.0 3-pointers per game.

She has also notched six double-doubles on the season, which ranks tied for fifth in the
Big 12.

She was named Big 12 Freshman of the Week five times, which ties Seanna Johnson and
Megan Taylor for the most in school history.

Carleton is just 12 triples away from ranking third all-time in 3-pointers made by a freshman
in school history. She is also just 60 points away from ranking in the top-5 in scoring.

IMPACT FRESHMEN

After freshman Meredith Burkhall's Big 12 Freshman of the Week honor, lowa State has
had nine different freshmen earn the honor in the last five seasons while no other Big 12
school has had more than five.

The Cyclones have claimed six Big 12 freshman of the week awards as Bridget Carleton
has five to her name and Burkhall added one so far this season.

BEST OF THE BEST

lowa State has proven itself to be among the best in the nation in developing point guards.
The Cyclones are one of two schools among power five conferences to have two point
guards reach 700 career assists in the last 10 years. lowa State's Lyndsey Medders reached
700 in 2007 while Nikki Moody eclipsed the 700 mark in 2015.

There are 40 schools in the power five conferences where no student-athlete has ever
reached 700 career assists.

lowa State is also one of 11 power five schools with two student athletes with 700 career
assists and one of just 25 with one student-athlete with 700 or more.

Redshirt sophomore JADDA BUCKLEY is the next in line at the point guard position. She
currently has 283 career assists.

REIGNING FROM THREE

The 3-point shot continues to be a staple of lowa State women's basketball in the Fennelly
era, with lowa State knocking down more 3-pointers than anyone in the nation over the
course of the last 20 seasons.
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e Noteam in the NCAA has attempted or made as many 3-pointers than lowa State since the
1995-96 season and lowa State’s 5,205 3-pointers made and 14,673 3-pointers attempted
reign supreme.

e |owa State has also knocked down more 3-pointers per game than anyone in Division |,
with 783 3's made per game, one more than second-place Villanova (6.83 per game).

e Even more impressive, ISU’s 5,205 3's made is 443 more than second-place UConn's
4,762 However, ISU accomplished the feat in 104 fewer game than the Huskies.

e QOver the last 20 seasons, the Cyclones rank seventh in all of D-l in 3-point percentage,
making 35.7 percent of their shots from deep.

e The Cyclones own the NCAASs longest streak in NCAA Division | basketball of seasons with
200 or more 3-pointers made. ISU has made 200 3-pointers every year since 2003-04,
which is 12 seasons.
